Thanks for your interest in our Fetal Alcohol Spectrum Disorders (FASD) Training of Trainers 
(TOT) Trainer Certificate Program conducted by the University of Wisconsin Departments of 
Professional Development and Applied Studies and Family Medicine. The certificate program 
provides science-based information on FASD; along with the skills, strategies, and materials to 
provide effective FASD education and training to health and allied health care providers and/or 
students. Upon completion of the five-day training, participants receive 3.0 (30 hours) of 
continuing education units from UW-Madison. Upon successful completion of all program 
requirements, including successfully providing two evaluated FASD trainings (see “Certificate 
Requirements” for complete details), participants are awarded the “FASD Trainer Certificate” 
from UW-Madison. 
 
To apply for a reduced or gratis registration for the March 7-11, 2011 TOT to be held in Verona, 
Wisconsin (standard registration fee = $489) please complete and submit the following to Kristi 
Obmascher at the GLFRTC (address below). PLEASE NOTE: participants who receive a full or 
partial scholarship are REQUIRED to plan, conduct, and evaluate at least two pre-approved FASD 
trainings for health/allied health providers or students within six months of the TOT. We will bill 
participants the full $489 registration fee for failure to complete the training requirements.  
 
Scholarship Request Requirements: 
 

1. Documentation you are available to attend and fully participate in the entire 5-day training 
(e.g. letter from your employer).  

 
2. Documentation you have access to target training audience of health and/or allied health 

care providers or students (e.g. letter from an agency inviting you or agreeing to have you 
provide an FASD presentation/training). 

 
3. Your commitment to utilize the content information from the CDC’s “FASD Competency-

Based Curriculum Development Guide for Medical and Allied Health Education and 
Practice” to provide FASD training. 

 
4. Your commitment to follow the GLFRTC training protocol to provide and evaluate FASD 

training. 
 
PLEASE NOTE THAT ACCEPTED PARTICIPANTS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THEIR OWN 
TRAVEL COSTS, INCLUDING ACCOMODATIONS, TO ATTEND THE TOT; AND TO PROVIDE 
THE TWO REQUIRED FASD TRAININGS.
